TRAVEL AND ONBOARD INFORMATION

AIR-CONDITIONING - All hotel rooms and staterooms are air-
conditioned/heated. On most ships your stateroom temperature can
be adjusted individually.

BEVERAGES - Complimentary coffee and tea is served with meals.
Bars are open throughout the day where bottled water, soft drinks
and alcoholic beverages are available for an additional charge. In
China, diet soft drinks and decaffeinated coffee are generally not
available.

CHANGES TO ITINERARIES - Please note that schedules and
activities are subject to change depending upon river water levels,
port accessibility and weather conditions. Changes to itineraries and
programmes may become necessary for technical reasons or due to
unexpected events. Please be assured that any changes are
implemented in the interest of the safety of our guests, and that in
such events, the best possible alternatives will be offered.

CLIMATE - In Europe and Russia, June to September are the
warmest and driest months. Temperatures can be cool and wet in
spring and autumn. In China, however, you will experience a very
wide range of temperatures and weather conditions on your trip
and some areas could experience rain at any time of year. Please
refer to the weather charts for more detailed information.

CLOTHING SUGGESTIONS - Dress onboard and ashore is casual,
and we suggest you dress comfortably. You should bring sturdy
walking shoes for sightseeing excursions. Dinner attire is "evening
casual”: open-neck shirts, slacks, dresses and sport outfits. Coats
and ties may be worn at gentlemen's discretion. Captain's cocktail
reception and farewell dinner are more dressy, but not formal. We
recommend water-resistant footgear and an umbrella in case of
rain, and if travelling during winter months, we suggest a warm
coat, hat and gloves.

CORKAGE FEE - Guests may choose to bring local wines or other
liquor aboard ship to sample during their cruise. Note that a corkage
fee may apply in these situations.

CUISINE - In Europe and Russia, all meals aboard are European-
style prepared by European chefs. In China, onboard meals are
prepared by Chinese chefs under the guidance of a Western
management team. All breakfasts will be an American-style buffet;
lunches are lighter fare with a choice of two mains and dessert; and
dinner is a multi-course meal serving a selection of international
and regional specialities. During the land programme in China,
lunches and dinners will be Chinese cuisine served family-style;
however you will have several Western-style dinners during your
cruise. We regret that room service is not available.

CURRENCY AND CREDIT CARDS - The onboard currency for
European cruises in the Euro; on Russian ships, the currency is a
“Unit", a fictional currency with 1 Unit = 1 Euro; in Ukraine, the
currency is the Hrywna, and in China, the Yuan. For your
convenience, a non-cash payment system has been implemented
and you may settle your invoice at the end of your cruise by cash or
credit card (American Express, Visa, Mastercard and Diners Club will
be charged in local currency).

Many locations accept major credit cards; however, you may wish to
also have some local currency for incidentals and small vendors.
ATM machines are usually conveniently located ashore and dispense

local currency for internationally accepted ATM cards and credit
cards. We do not recommend bringing travellers' cheques to Russia
or Ukraine as few banks honour them or charge very high
commission rates. Except in large Chinese cities, ATM machines are
not conveniently located.

Therefore, we suggest that you should bring most of your funds in
cash or traveller's cheques, which can be exchanged for local
currency in your hotels. We regret that personal cheques can not be
cashed on board and cash advances can not be given on credit
cards. Additional optional shore excursions may be purchased in
cash only aboard your ship.

DINING - The ship's dining room is a single-seating, open-seating
restaurant. You may sit at different tables for each meal if you wish
to meet fellow guests.

ELECTRICTY / HAIRDRYERS - The voltage on board in 220v. Your
stateroom features 2-prong sockets. You will need an adapter or
converter for some electrical devices. All European ships have
hairdryers available for passenger use. Hairdryers are limited on
ships in Russia and Ukraine. On cruisetours in Europe and Russia,
most hotel rooms have hairdryers. In China, hairdryers are available
in most hotels and upon request onboard your ship.

EMBARKATION & HOTEL CHECK-IN - Ship embarkation for all
cruises is between 3 and 4pm. Hotel check-in on all cruisetours is
from 2pm. You must disembark your ship after breakfast by 10am.
Hotel check-out at most hotels is generally 12pm.

HEALTH MATTERS & PHYSICAL CONDITION - Guests must be
able to climb ramps for ship embarkation. Tours include up to 2 km
walks over steps and uneven ground. For passenger safety and
enjoyment, you should be in good physical condition to participate
in all tours. Ships and destinations in China do not have facilities to
accommodate wheelchairs or physically challenged guests.

LANGUAGE - All ships are English-only. All announcements and
lectures will be in English. Although management personnel are
fluent in English, not all shipboard staff will be.

LAUNDRY - Laundry and pressing services are available onboard
and in your hotels for a modest fee. We regret that the ships are
unable to provide dry-cleaning services.

LIBRARY - The ship's library has books available free of charge
which should be returned before the cruise-tour ends.

LIFTS / ELEVATORS - Most ships are not equipped with lifts or
elevators. Please consult the relevant ship plans for more detailed
ship information.

MEDICAL SERVICES - Although there is no doctor on board
European ships, close proximity to land means medical services can
be readily obtained. There are doctors onboard ships in Russia,
Ukraine, China and on the Eastern European Odyssey and the lower
Danube portion of the Ultimate European Journey itineraries.

NEWS / DAILY PROGRAM - The onboard daily newsletter on all
vessels has information about daily activities, shore excursions and
tour departure times.
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ONBOARD SHOP - All ships have an onboard shop area offering
accessories, film, souvenirs and some personal and toiletry items.

PASSPORTS €&t VISAS - Please ensure that your passport is current
and will be valid at least six months after your departure. At time of
brochure printing, Australian and New Zealand citizens must
possess a valid visa for Ukraine, Russia and China. Visa costs are not
included in the cruise price. It is the responsibility of the individual
traveler to obtain the required visas before departure. Failure to do
so which results in the need to cancel the cruise will incur normal
cancellation penalties.

SAFES - Most ships have in-room safes for you to store jewellery
and valuables or may be stored in the ship's safe at reception.
However, we recommend that you bring few valuables and take only
small amounts of cash during your shore excursions. The cruise
operator of each vessel accepts no responsibility for the loss of
valuables.

SMOKING - Smoking is not permitted in the staterooms,
restaurants or public areas. Smoking is allowed outside on the
promenade and sun decks.

SPECIAL DIETS - Guests requiring special diets such as vegetarian,
low salt, diabetic and low cholesterol meals must alert Beyond
Travel prior to departure and inform the Maitre d'Hotel when
onboard. The chefs will make every effort to accommodate special
dietary requests. Special diet requests cannot be guaranteed during
the land portion in China.

ANNUAL TEMPERATURES: EUROPE & RUSSIA

INTERNET - Wireless internet services are available on all European
ships. In Europe, internet service is complimentary, however in
Russia, Ukraine and China a fee is charged for the Internet café.

TELEPHONES - Most of the fleet has telephones in their
staterooms, and the phones on the China ships are for stateroom-
to-stateroom calls only. If you cannot make ship-to-shore calls from
your stateroom, they can be placed at the reception desk. Charges
will be placed on your shipboard account. The phone system for
ship-to-shore calls functions via satellite and there may be times
when reception is not possible. For details by ship, see the deck
plans section.

TELEVISIONS - Most of the fleet has televisions in their staterooms.
Depending on the satellite transmission, most ships receive six TV
channels with some U.S. and English programs. For details by ship,
see the deck plans section.

VACCINATIONS - While there are no vaccinations or inoculations
required for any destination, you should consult your physician for
individual advice.
